Website Posting Protocol

Purpose
Franciscan Voice Canada’s Website: www.franciscanvoicecanada.com is designed to respond to the need for a Justice, Peace and Integrity of Creation (JPIC) newsletter. Responsive to the National JPIC Commission, Franciscan Voice Canada (FVC) is independent and administered by the National JPIC Animator, the English Sector Regional JPIC Directors and their Committees. The Commission includes the National Animator, the Regional Directors and their committees.
In choosing content, we are guided by:

1. Our Franciscan Rule and General Constitutions,

2. The Goals and Objectives of the National Commission on Justice and Peace in Canada – English section, 2000,

3. The mandate of the National JPIC Animator, 2011 and

4. The Key issues of the National JPIC Action Plan 2012.

This content when placed online becomes very public which is its intention. In an attempt to keep a safe and secure location for our communication, guidelines have been established. It is also a guideline for the Commission and its related committees for selecting and approving issues to which we are called to action. 
Postings to the Website

Franciscans can submit relevant JPIC type information (stories, press releases, links etc.) for publication on the website by posting it themselves if they have appropriate access privilege as an “Author” or by mailing it to the website Administrators at “contact@franciscanvoicecanada.com”. Submissions will be reviewed and posted in the appropriate areas of the website as determined by the FVC Administrators and the Editorial Committee. Electronic submissions are preferred. We welcome feedback, suggestions and posting requests. 
Web Content Redirecting

Care should be used when including dynamic content from non-Franciscan sites like external blogs, social networking sites etc. (via RSS or HTML embedding) as these services sometimes contain advertisements or offensive content, some of which may not meet our guidelines.

Copyright Guidelines

Web site contents must comply with applicable copyright law. This means that:

1. The material (images, text, video etc.) used on the site must be original work OR

2. You must have permission from the copyright holder to use the work on our site OR

3. The work must be in the public domain.
When in doubt, assume the material is copyrighted and go to #2 above.

Time Frames
In an effort to be relevant, timely and fair, we will keep stories posted for a certain period, typically 30 - 60 days depending on the story. Stories that have an event date shall be removed within 7 working days after the event occurs.

Only JPIC related events will be posted. All items must include “Event Name”, “Date”, “Time”, “Outline”, “Location” and “Directions”.

Content
The National JPIC Commission has complete discretion over what is posted on the FVC website and reserves the right to screen, edit or refuse content.
Administration

The user name and password for Franciscan Voice Canada’s Website shall be kept confidential to approved National JPIC Commission members and other approved website administrators. When a website administrator or editor resigns, the password will be changed. (Note: not all Commission members are approved FVC Administrators or Editors).
